We will be writing to entertain and inform.

Living Things

We will use the local environment to explore
and answer questions about animals in their
habitat. We will become familiar with the
common
names of
some fish,
amphibians,
reptiles,
birds and
mammals. ’
We will identify that most Ilvmg things live in
habitats to which they are suited and describe
how different habitats provide for the basic
needs of different kinds of animals and plants,
and how they depend on each other. We will
describe how animals obtain their food from
plants and other animals, using the idea of a
simple food chain, and identify and name
different sources of food.

Count, read and write numbers to 100 in
numerals; count in multiples of twos, fives
and tens.

Through grouping and sharing small
quantities, pupils begin to understand
multiplication and division.

Recognise, find and name a half as one of
two equal parts and a quarter as one of four
equal parts of an object, shape or quantity.

We will use simple fieldwork and
observational skills to study the geography of
our school and its grounds and the key human
and physical features of its surrounding
environment. We will visit the town of
Malvern to conduct a survey.

Design & Technology

Over the hills and far away...

We will be following the
Scarf programme and will
be identifying the
different stages of growth
(baby, child, adult.) We
will be able to describe
some of the things that
people are capable of at these different
stages. We will explore simple strategies for
resolving conflict and learn to give and receive
positive feedback. We will continue to explore
the STRIVE values we have adopted as a
school.

This term we are going over the hills and far away. We will be
focusing on our local environment, the physical geography of
our wonderful Malvern hills and the human geography of the

town of Malvern.

Our focus text will be “Fantastic Mr Fox” and inspired by this we
will be investigating ecosystems and food chains and learning
lots about our local Malvern Hills wildlife.

This term during our learning we will be looking

at the following question-

find out what many Jewish people do in the
home on Shabbat. We will learn about the

Why do Christians talk to God?

We will learn about how Christians use prayer as
a way of communicating with God and the 4
main types of prayer. We will learn about The
Lord’s Prayer.

We will be learning
about about Edward
Elgar and how the
Malvern Hills inspired
some of our most
recognisable pieces of
classmal music. We will also use Sing Up to
explore the units of ‘Who-stole-my-
chickens-and-my-hens?’
and ‘Trains'.

These units will introduce
the concepts of rhythm and
speed and the vocabulary
associated with them.
